About your volunteer commitment

Preferences will be listed on the registration
form and will be processed accordingly.

You must list six options, in order of
preference, as noted on the volunteer
commitment form. Failure to list six options
will result in your commitment being assigned
to you without further consultation. You will
be responsible for all assighed commitments.

Every effort will be made to establish
competition dates and venues ahead of time,
but all listed competition dates are tentative.

You must provide one cheque for $150.00. The
cheque should be dated June I, 2010. If you do
not show up when scheduled, your cheque will
be cashed. Once you have fulfilled your
volunteer commitment for 2009-2010 your
cheque will be destroyed (they will not be
returned).
